APPENDIX 4
HALE TRANSCRIPTS

The 41 documents in these Tudor transcripts are on ten membranes
uniformly 12 in. wide and about 24 in. long, perhaps from a roll which
has been cut just clear of the seams: a further deed at the foot of mem-
brane 10 has been cut off and lost. The numbering of membranes is only
in the order in which they were found, and no more logical sequence can
be suggested: the deeds are not in chronological order, but to some
degree grouped by estates: membrane I is only half used, and so may
have been the last.

The documents, all land grants or administration, fit in with the
Jeayes charters and Fox deeds, and some are even identical: they seem
to have been in better condition when transcribed than when the
originals of the latter were recovered: this is to some extent offset by
bad or ignorant copying. Nine of them still had their seals attached and
in good order.

Of the 41 documents, 18 concern Osleworth and 6 more the adjoining
estates: 15 are of the estates from Tetbury to Haselden, 2 concern odd
parcels in Wotton under Edge, and none concern Kingswood proper.
Mr G. R. C. Davis of the British Museum is of opinion that they are a
post-dissolution exemplification of abbey charters, either for official
use or for that of subsequent owners: in such copyings irrelevant deeds
were often included.

The most likely explanation seems to be that they are connected with
the ‘many other (deeds of) the particular purchases of the Abbot of
Kingswood in Owselworth’ which John Smyth! saw in Poyntz hands:
they would have come into Hale hands when Sir Mathew’s father
martied Joan Poyntz of Alderley in 1600, a little before Smyth saw the
originals.

An alternative which seems rather less likely is that Smyth of Nibley
acquired these with the Dugdale charters and the Fox deeds when he
had an interest or estate in the manor: that the transcripts, unlike the
other Smyth documents, were passed to subsequent owners ending with
a succession of John Blagdens, of whom the last married the Hale heiress
and took her name.

It itemises
leases of all kinds grouped by manors, with corrections from original
indentures on scrutiny, and other marginal remarks, and some items
added in fresh hands: also the Rentes Resolutes and Tithe-pensions.

There is a reminder for action at Michaelmas 1537, showing that it
was drawn up before that date: there are also three interpolated remarks
of November and December 1537 in hands different from the original,
which show that the document was being dealt with shortly before
Surrender in February 1538: an entirely differing amplification dated
March 1540, of a lease already entered on another page, does not bear
on the origin.

The question arises whether the data of the Surrender Valuation were
condensed from this Rental, and the Particulars for Grants extracted
from it: in each case several points seem to support that idea, but on the
whole the answer seems to be that all were based on the same original,
which is likely to have been the abbey Lease Book.

The main object of the Rental seems to have been to sort out the
leases into estates: pages were left blank for the purpose, and have not
all been used: a number of entries were at first made in wrong estates,
then crossed out and re-entered correctly.
