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In the first of these deeds Elizabeth I on 8th January 1599
licensed Henry Thynne and John Bridges to alienate property
in Kingswood which they held of the Queen to Thomas
Hanbury esq.: the property is only briefly summarised as three
water mills with appurtenances and 70 acres: this is insufficient
of itself to identify the property positively.

But the only mills in Thynne hands had been Monk’s and
Nind Mills, leased to Bridges in 1557! in subsequent trans-
actions Monk’s Mill is defined as consisting of a grist and a
fulling mill, so the tale of three mills is made up. Six weeks
before the Letter Patent, the lease is shown to have been
converted into a sale, by a Defeasance and a Writ of Disseizin
both of 16th December? Bridges being described as ‘tenant of
freehold’: though Monk’s Mill was in 1589 dropped from the
lease, it was included in the 1598 sale: four deeds in 1599 show
the sale of Nind Mill with appurtenances and the land by
Bridges to Blagden. So my interpretation of the local deeds is
firm: I can only surmise that Thynne and Bridges changed their
minds after applying for the license, and when it came did not
act on it. This sale had been disposal of the third and last
portion of Thynne’s estate in Kingswood.

Hanbury does not appear in any local document, or seem to
have had any land interest: only, in 1563 the Queen had granted
the parish advowson to trustees for him, as related.

In the other new deed James I on 2oth November 1604
licensed Huntley, Bridges and Neale to alienate property to
Francis Hanbury esq. The property is fully specified and
identifiable as Walk Mill with lands: this is part of the former
Heneage grant, which the Exchequer had confirmed to them on
the previous day® This is in continuation of the previously
known history of the mill.

Francis was son of the above Thomas Hanbury, and at an
unspecified time sold the parish advowson.

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It can be realised that it was far from easy to trace the
devolutions described. Lawyers had devised complicated ways
of evading restrictions on free conveyance, imposed by law or
by former owners: mostly these involved arriving at the final
result by steps. For many transactions we now have only the
deed for one step, which does not need to give all essential
facts: in some cases there are even apparent inconsistencies,
and sometimesall my efforts have failed to arrive at a probable
explanation. Many modern professional conveyancers would
probably be as much at a loss.

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curate, Now ‘upon the mediacion of Sir Mathew Hale Kt Lord Chief
Baron of His Matie Exchequer at West™’ it hath been agreed that the
said Nath! Tanner shall grant to [the trustees] ALL THAT the rectorie &
p’age with its rights and app’s, and the church-yard & herbage, and all
tithes and the Easter Book and all offerings, excepting the tithes on the
property of Tanner and his family, to hold in trust forever.

Axp FurTHER the owners and occ’prs shall for ever pay yearly ‘twenty
fower payes’ in which the £6 13s 4d is included, accg’ to the ‘twenty
shillings book now used’; to be paid to [the trustees] quarterly. And all
sums so raised, with the Easter Book and herbage benefit and any
voluntary contributions shall be employed for the maintenance of a
minister and be paid to him quarterly. FURTHER the owners and occ’prs
shall before the 24th of this month pay ‘x20 payes’ to yield £120, whereof
£114is to be paid to Tanuner and the balance for defraying charges of this
settlement.

AnD WHEREAS Tanner has by ind’ of today conveyed all the above and
also the patronage, it is PROVIDED that if any owner shall refuse to pay
the trustees may recover at law. AND IF at any time the trustees shall be
reduced fo three, they shall convey to seven or more fit persons and their
heirs. AND it is agreed that as often as the parish shall be destitute of a
minister then a minister shall be elected by a majority of the con-
tributors. AND any inhabitant having a stock of goods in the parish may
before such election engage himself to pay not less than 4s p.a. to the
minister and shall be allowed a vote. The minister thus elected to be
presented to the Ordinary of the Diocese for approval.

Tris AGREEMENT to be ratified by Chancery or Exchequer. All pending
suits touching the tithes to be dismissed without costs on either side.
Tanner releases inhabitants from any arrears of tithes, and they him from
all arrears of stipend.
