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INTRODUCTION

EV. David Royce was born in 1817 at Oakham in Rutland.
RAfter taking a B.A. degree at Christ Church Oxford in 1840, and
holding short appointments, he was made Rector of Lower
(Nether) Swell in 1850, a post which he held until his death in 1go2.
In 1861 he published his History and Antiquities of Stow. In 1875/6 he
assisted Greenwell and Rolleston in their barrow-diggings around his
parish, and in 1876 he joined the Bristol and Gloucestershire Archaeo-
logical Society as one of its founder-members. He exhibited local
archaeological finds at the Society’s meetings at Cirencester in 1877,
Cheltenham in 1881, and in 1882 at Stow-on-the-Wold, for which
meeting he was Local Secretary. In the course of his long residence at
Lower Swell, he amassed a large and fairly well provenanced collection
of flint implements and other antiquities from his region. Much of his
spare time in his later years was devoted to preparing for publication
the Cartulary of Winchcombe Abbey, which appeared between 1892
and 1903. His manuscripts and many of his books were presented by
his widow to the Bristol & Gloucestershire Archaeological Society in
1go2, but his collection of antiquities and the rest of his books were
presented by her to St Edward’s Hall, Stow-on-the-Wold.! This
Society published, in 1902, an admirable Catalogue of Books, Pamphlets,
and Manuscripts from the Library of the late Rev. David Royce, M.A., which
includes (pp. 3~12) a memoir of Royce by Rev. William Bazeley, M.A.
Royce’s collection of antiquities was, however, housed in various
cupboards and cabinets which, while they may have been satisfactory
in his home, were quite unsuitable for the public display of the collec-
tion. No provision was made for their rearrangement with a view to

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accessibility to students, until the summer of 1960, when a large
exhibition case with storage room beneath was presented to St
Edward’s Hall by the Bristol City Museum. This case'is one of three
which formerly housed the private museum of the Earls of Ducie at
Tortworth Court. A ’

The Royce collection consists mainly of local antiquities. A section.
containing 376 flint arrowheads, borrowed by the late Rev. Charles
Overy and inadvertently not returned, was recently unwittingly given
by his widow to the Ashmolean Museum, Oxford. These are here
included for the sake of completeness. The Royce collection also con-
tains some fossils and Egyptian and Classical antiquities which are
outside the scope of this paper and this Society. The Palaeolithic
period is represented only by a flint hand-axe from the Bournemouth
area, and the Mesolithic doubtfully by two petit tranchets or their
early derivatives (Clark’s Class C1i),! one from High Bush, Eyford, the
other unlocalized (r1G. 1, d).

THE ANTIQUITIES
The Neolithic Period

This period is represented by implements and by the material
from the Poles Wood East long barrow (SWELL V).2

There are 504 leaf-arrowheads (Table A), of which 77 are located
by field-names. These leaf-arrowheads present a range of sizes and
varieties which shade into one another but fall into two main types,
the round-based and the pointed-based (F1G. 1, a, b), which occur in
almost equal proportions. There are also 22 arrowheads of rhomboid
or lozenge type (Table B and F16. 1, ¢), of which seven are provenanced.

hese are considered to be typologically late, but the form is
approached by examples from the Notgrove, Rodmarton, and West
Tump long barrows. There are about 140 petit tranchet derivatives
(Table C and 1. 1, €), of which 14 are localized. These are considered
to be Secondary Neolithic and of Mesolithic ancestry.

Flint axes are rare on the Cotswolds. In this collection are the
butt-end of a polished flint axe from the Swell area; a flake from the
side-edge of a polished axe, unprovenanced; and the butt-end of a
chipped flint axe, unprovenanced but probably local. Here as on

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Mendip, it seems to have been usual for flint axes, after they had got
broken, to be re-shaped or broken down into smaller implements, in
view of the scarcity of flint (which must have been derived from the
Wessex chalk) on the Cotswolds.

The collection contains one stone axe: no. 119 of the South-
Western Implement Petrology Survey,! there stated in error as from
Swell. It was exhibited by Royce in the Temporary Museum at the
Stow-on-the-Wold Meeting of this Society in 1882, when it was
figured and described as ‘found at Copse Hill’* (boundary of Lower
and Upper Slaughter). It is of Group VII (the Graig Lwyd, North
Wales, working sites). [No. 120 of the South-Western Implement
Petrology Survey, from Hinchwick Farm, published as in the Stow
Museum,®* was found by Mr G. H. Swainston of Glebe Farm,
Condicote, and has always since discovery been in his collection.]

There are also about 4o flint scrapers, including one tanged
example (which may be Secondary Neolithic) from Alcots north-west
of Upper Swell.t There are a few flint borers, three flint cores, and one
hammerstone. This assemblage is what would be expected on the
assumption that Royce had trained his helpers (mostly farm workers)
in the recognition of flint arrowheads, but had been little concerned
with scrapers, cores, and other worked flints of less attractive
character.

The most important Neolithic material in the collection comes
from the Poles Wood East long barrow (SWELL V), situated on the
spot formerly known as Hayle Knap but now called Hart Knap.
This material comprises a large sherd giving the complete profile of a
round-based plain bowl of Windmill Hill type;® a plain sherd less
than 1 inch in diameter from the grave; a natural bolt-shaped flint
with pointed ends similar to that from long barrow WINTER-
BOURNE STOKE 1 (Wiltshire),” also from the grave; and two
portions of deer antler each with part of the skull, found on g September
1875. All these objects were found when the barrow was opened by
Rolleston and Royce in 1875/6. A fragment of grooved ware (?), with
three grooves both inside and outside, may also be from this site.

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Details of the Saxon intrusive interments from the Swell barrows
were not given fully in Greenwell’s British Barrows (CCXXXI and
CCXXXII) and the accounts in jour. R. Anih. Inst., v (1876) leave
much to be desired. One gets the impression that each barrow con-
tained three Saxon intrusive interments: yet this seems unlikely. These
three grave-groups have just been re-published in summary form on
pp- 90—9g of A Gazetteer of Early Anglo-Saxon Burial Sites, by Mrs Audrey
Meaney (1964).

The Norman and Later Periods

The objects of these periods call for only brief comment. They
include a few medieval potsherds from Lower Swell churchyard; a
bronze buckle of the period between A.p. 1200 and 1400; a late
medieval decorated tile from Broadwell; a ‘gun-metal’ measure
marked SN 1698; a (?) 17th century wine-bottle marked ‘Bray of
Barrington’ found at Great Barrington in 1864; and a pair of black
shoe-buckles said to have belonged to John Wesley (1703-91).

Of special interest are parts of two coffin-chalices of lead or
pewter from priests’ graves at Notgrove and Bourton (probably
Bourton-on-the-Water, as this specimen was labelled by Royce,
perhaps conjecturally, as from the grave of Walter de Bourton, who
endowed the chapel and chantry there about A.p. 1325). Throughout
the Middle Ages it was usual for ecclesiastics to be buried with a
coffin-chalice, the material of which was of gold, silver, tin, pewter,
lead, or earthenware, according to the wealth or status of the priest.!
Sometimes a used chalice was appropriated to a sepulchral purpose;
more often the chalice was made for funerary uses only. It is believed
that these chalices were filled with wine when deposited in the grave.
They are usually datable partly from the type of base, but the bases of
both these examples are missing; they should be between 1100 and
1540, and their deep bowls suggest A.p. 1300-1350, which would
accord well with Royce’s attribution of the Bourton chalice to Walter
de Bourton. It is strange that a leading authority on English church
plate, Rev. J. T. Evans, who was rector of Stow-on-the-Wold from
1898 to 1935, and who wrote books on the church plate of several
English counties including Oxfordshire and Gloucestershire, did not
mention these chalices in the museum so near to his own church.?
Other coffin chalices have been recorded from Frocester, Haresfield,
Hasleton, and Hill in Gloucestershire.3

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THE COINS

Ancient British Coins

By DEREK ALLEN, B.A., F.S.A.

The two silver Celtic coins in Stow-on-the-Wold ‘Museum are
regular coins of the Dobunni. One (PLATE 1, 1) is a coin of the ruler
Anted, the other uninscribed. The Anted coin, Mack 387 or Evans I, 8
[=Allen Class G] may be dated somewhere about A.D. 30; they are the
first inscribed silver coinage of the Dobunni, and occurred in the
Nunney hoard, buried about A.D. 43, but were not the latest type in it.
The coins are found throughout the Dobunnic area, often in associa-
tion with the coins of the subsequent ruler, Eisu. The uninscribed coin
(PLATE 1, 2) is of the latest of all types of the Dobunnic silver coins,
certalnly subsequent to the Anted coin and, since it was not found in the
Nunney hoard, probably subsequent to A.D. 43. It is of good silver, but
otherwise'similar to Mack 384 (rather than Mack 383 or Evans Fg,
although the distinction between them is of degree rather than kind).
Uninscribed coins of this type are widely scattered and have been
found, for instance, as far from the Dobunnic area as Colchester, wheré
they were no doubt brought by slaves after the conquest. They were
probably produced by a different mint from the coins of Anted, which
in all probability were made at Bagendon. The Anted coin weighs
15.5 grains, the uninscribed coin 16.2 grains. In both cases the obverse
type is a degenerate head to right, barely recognizable as such; in the
uninscribed type degeneration has gone further. The reverse type in
both cases is a horse, facing left in the one and right in the other, and
it is surrounded by various ornaments.? Both these coins are unlocal-
ized, but their types suggest that they are local finds.

Roman Coins
By Joun F. RHODES, B.A.

The Royce collection includes 506 Roman coins of which the
find-spots are unknown; most of them are likely to be local finds.
Admittedly, the presence of a bronze coin of Carthage and a leaden
cast of a Paduan forgery suggests occasional purchases from dealers.

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But in 1881 it was said that on Roman sites near Bourton-on-the-
Water ‘coins had been found in such large numbers that they have
been known to have been taken to Stow and sold by the peck’.
Moreover, Royce himself mentions? the discovery of Roman coins,
not now traceable, at four local sites, including his own churchyard;
they are surely Iurkmg in his collection somewhere. The list of these

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In most respects this list is typical of the rural areas of Roman
Britain. But its ending is exceptional; Valentinian I and his successors
account for no fewer than 130 coins out of the 506. At Bourton-on-the-
Water? the figure is 85 out of 674, at Wood Eaton? 160 out of 1312, and
at Camerton® 20 out of 446. If we regard most of Royce’s Roman coins
as local finds, we may draw a conclusion which is not contradicted by
the dating of the other material in the collection: that Roman objects
entered this part of Gloucestershire in some quantity in the 2nd
century A.D., but did not become really plentiful until the latter half
of the 4th.

Ten of these coins, ranging in date from Augustus to Valens, are
pierced for suspension; it is possible that the perforation was done in
Anglo-Saxon times. Roman coins thus pierced have been found in
Saxon graves in this region at Burn Ground, Hampnett,® at Fairford,*
at Brighthampton,” and at Abingdon,® and in the best-preserved
graves it is clear from their position that they were worn as necklace-
pendants.

Anglo-Saxon Coins

(1) Penny of Coenwulf of Mercia (796-822)

The coin clearly belongs to an issue (Brooke Class A. II) which is
associated with the later coinage of Cuthred of Kent, and the mint is
beyond doubt Canterbury. The only comparable coin which is known
to me is a hitherto unique penny in the British Museum (BMAcq. 52)
from the 1874 Delgany hoard from Ireland, though the spelling of the
moneyer’s name is different—Beornfrith for Beornfreth—and the
style different without being dissimilar. Both coins should perhaps be
dated to the beginning of the second decade of the gth century.

The coin is of the common two-line type (Brooke 1=BMC i) which is
believed to have been struck over most of England and throughout
the reign. The moneyer Beorger (=Beorghere?) is one not previously
recorded, but the style of the coin, and in particular the lettering,
would suggest that he was at work in a mint in N.W. England.

(3) Penny of Eadgar the Peaceful (959-975)

Wt. 23.7 grains. Die-axis go° [PLATE 11, 3]

The coin belongs to the so-called reform type (Brooke 6=BMC vi)
which a recent paper (Anglo-Saxon Cowns, ed. R. H. M. Dolley, London
1961, pp. 136-68) has suggested was introduced at Michaelmas 973,
and there is a fair presumption that the coin was lost during this type’s
currency which probably did not extend beyond Michaelmas g79.
The piece is formally unpublished, i.e. does not figure in Brooke or
Hildebrand, but as it happens another specimen is recorded as having
occurred, in the 1918 hoard from Sigsarve in Hejde parish on the
Baltic island of Gotland (Antikvariska Studier, v, pp. 119—74, no. 242).
Significantly this second piece has identical readings but proves to be
from different dies, another hint that the numismatist may be justified
in seeking to move back Eadgar’s reform from the place at the very
end of the reign which would seem to be implied by Roger of Wendover
(cf. BNF, xx1x, ii (1959), p. 258).

(4) Penny of Edward the Confessor (1042—1066)

The coin is of the today greatly prized sovereign/eagles type (Brooke 7=
BMC ix), and is only the secong
known to me, the other (Lockett 3814) being in the Warwick Museum

Warwick penny of the issue which is -
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and by a different moneyer (cf. BN}, xxv (1948), p. 272). It is the
earliest coin of Thurcil to be recorded, and there is some reason to
think that he may have begun striking in this issue which I believe to
have been current Michaelmas 1056 until Michaelmas 1059.

All four of the Anglo-Saxon pennies, then, prove to be of con-
siderable importance, and the presumption must be that they represent
local finds. That the mints of three should be Mercian is scarcely
surprising, but the Canterbury coin of Coenwulf is by no means what
we would expect to find in Gloucestershire (cf. BN, xxvm, iii (1958),
p- 462). On the other hand, Stow-on-the-Wold lies only just outside
the presumed circulation-area of the first Mercian penny, and it is not
pretended that the shallow arc running from the Wash to Southampton
Water postulated in the paper in question represents finality. No
doubt the odd Mercian penny will continue to be found to the west and
north of that line, but the majority to the east and to the south, and I
am still confident of the essential validity of the distribution-map drawn

up in 1957.

Seventeenth - century Tokens

By L. V. GRINSELL

Royce was for many years an ardent collector of 17th-century trade
tokens of the Cotswolds and their surroundings, and his collection of
these is comprehensive. The Gloucestershire portion is here described,
those of Stow-on-the-Wold in detail, and those of the rest of the county
in summary form, following the numbering in Williamson’s edition of
Boyne’s Seventeenth-century Tokens (1889), abbreviated as BW.

Stow-on-the-Wold. There are about nine Stows in the British Isles,
but all but one or two of those attributed by Boyne/Williamson to
Stow-on-the-Wold have the attribution supported by documentary
evidence, for which the writer is indebted to Mr Irvine E. Gray,
Gloucestershire County Records Officer, and his staff.

BW 153. Thomas Bromsgrove (Broasgrove in error in BW), 1670.
The name occurs in the transcript of the Stow-on-the-Wold registers in the
City Library, Gloucester, in connection with the baptisms of William and

: Thomas, sons of Thomas Bromsgrove, in 1669 and 1672,

BW 154. Francis Dix, 1666.
There is a conveyance to Francis Dix of Stow-on-the-Wold, 1696, in the
Gloucestershire Records Office. This token was claimed for Stow
(Buckinghamshire) by J. O. Manton (BNJ, xx (1932), pp. 175-6).
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BW 155. Thomas Gibbs, 1658.

He was one of the two bailiffs of Stow-on-the-Wold in 1653, William
Mince (see below) being the other. A specimen of this token, found at
Upper Swell about 1948, is owned by Mr C. J. Paish, of Church Street,
Stow-on-the-Wold. It is desirable to mention this because this token also
has been attributed to Stow in Buckinghamshire (BNJ, xx (1932), pp.

176-7).

BW 156. Fohn Keech, 1666.

A conveyance to a John Keech, 1700, is in the Gloucestershire Records
Office. Tablets to members of this family, early 18th-century, are in
Stow-on-the-Wold church.

BW 157. William Mince.
He was one of the two bailiffs of Stow-on-the-Wold in 1653.

BW 158. Hazelwood Wells.
There is a specimen of this rare token in the British Museum.

Specimens of all these tokens, excepting the last, are in the Royce
Collection.

Finally, on the walls of the Museum room in St Edward s Hall,
Stow-on-the-Wold, are a water-colour sketch of the Poles Wood East
(SWELL V) long barrow during excavation in 1875, and a fine
photograph of Rev. David Royce, which was published as the frontis-
piece to the second volume of the Winchcombe Cartulary.

APPENDIX: INDEX OF FIELD-NAMES ON MAP
INTRODUCTION

This list has been compiled during about three years of fairly frequent visits to
the area. The names in Upper Slaughter, the north-east corner of Naunton parish,
and the Banks Fee Estate in Longborough, are from Tithe Maps of about 1840.
The others have been obtained from the owners or tenants of the various farms, and
from personal enquiry during much tramping over the region. Where there has been
a choice between a recent and an earlier field-name, the earlier name has been
. retained, because the aim has been to construct a map of field-names as they were
between 1850 and 1900 when Royce was forming his collection.

Of the Royce collection of about 3,000 flint arrowheads, some 500 are located
by field-names. The distributional overlay on this Map embodies about 300 of these.
Of the rest, some are just outside the area; some are located by field-names that have
not been located by the writer; but the majority cannot be plotted because they are
from fields several of which have the same name. Among the latter are ten fields
called Barn Ground; six called Home Ground; five called Picked Piece (the usual
name for a triangular field) or its variants; seven fields called Quarry Ground or its
variants; and three known as Long Ground. Excepting where these fields are dis-
tinguished by an indication of locality, the material from them cannot be plotted.

Attention may now be drawn to some names of special interest. It was mentioned
by O. G. S. Crawford! that the concentration of prehistoric material in this area may
be largely due to the frequency of springs, wells, streams, and rivers. The field-names
illustrate this in Brook Furlong; Clay Pool; Horse Pool Ground; Ladywell ; Mill Hill
and Mill Piece; Pool Piece; Pump Ground; Roaring Wells; Rook’s Pool; Spa
Ground; Spring Ground; Wash Pool; Water Head Piece; Wells Bottom, and many
similar names. Some of the wells and springs deserve comment. The Roaring Wells
north of Eyford Park are near the source of the River Eye, and their ‘roaring’ has
been heard at Eyford House under favourable conditions.? ‘Milton’s Well’, in
Eyford Park, is alleged to be where John Milton wrote some of Paradise Lost, but
this is certainly a myth.? Lady Well, near Lower Swell, features in the local tradition
that when the Whittlestone (a megalithic-looking stone) hears Stow clock strike
twelve, it goes down to Lady Well to drink.* Spa Ground, near-by, béhind Spa
Cottages, recalls the attempt to create a spa there in 1807.%

Other field-names help the field archaeologist in his assessment of doubtful
sites. For example, O. G. S. Crawford’s doubtful ‘Poles Wood West’ long barrow
becomes even more doubtful when it is realized that it is in a field called Slatepit
Close, and the local belief is that the mound is a dump of waste material from the
quarrying of stone for dry-stone walling.® A site near Flagstone Farm (Upper Swell),
suspected by Crawford to contain the remnants of barrows, is in the fields known as
Big and Little Rick Pits: names suggesting that here also the quarryman has been at
work.? Other quarrying activities are illustrated by the field-names Pitty Holt,
Pit Close, Quar Ground, Quarry Ground, Slate Pits, and similar names.

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It is uncertain whether the name Hollow Ground, south of Hull Plantations, may
indicate the presence of an underground ‘beehive chamber’ such as those near
Bibury and Swell.?

In view of the frequency of barrows in the area, it is perhaps surprising that
their local name, Tump, has left scarcely any trace in the field-names, excepting
in the corrupt form Chump Ground west of Lower Swell. One correspondent®
informs the writer that the barrow in Bottomm Meadow (SWELL 11)3 is known
locally as Golden Coffin; this is not the only instance of this name for a barrow on
the Cotswolds,* and it occurs in other parts of England.®
