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REPORT OF THE ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING FOR 1986

The Annual General Meeting was held in Manor Hall, Clifton, Bristol, on Saturday, 15 March
at 2.30 p.m. The President, Nicholas Thomas, M.A., F.S.A., F.M.A., presided. There were
about 120 members present and 15 apologies for absence were received. The Honorary Secretary
presented the annual report of Council and the Honorary Treasurer the annual accounts, both of
which were adopted.

The President proposed the election of Brian S. Smith, M. A., F.S.A., as President for the
year 1986-87. Mr George Boon, Dr Basil Cottle and Mr Robert Knapp were elected Vice
Presidents. Miss Elizabeth Ralph having retired, Mr David J.H. Smith was elected Honorary
Secretary. Mr H.G.M. Leighton was re-clected Honorary Treasurer. Mr Prior was elected
Secretary for Bristol on the retirement of Mr Knapp. The other officers and members of Council
were duly elected. Mr Nicholas Thomas paid tribute to the service rendered by Elizabeth Ralph
as Honorary Secretary of the Society for 38 years and presented her with a book and a bouquet of
flowers.

Mr Thomas gave his Presidential address, ‘J.A. Pritchard and the archaeology of Bristol’. This
was well received by everyone. Those members who remembered J.E. Pritchard were pleased
that a well-documented account of his work in Bristol had at last been made. Those who had not
known him learnt of the work and achievement of an eminent member of the Society for many
years.

The President thanked Mr Thomas for his address. Afterwards tea was served and Mr Martin

Crossley Evans was thanked for allowing the Society to meet in Manor Hall. Mrs J. Morris was
thanked for arranging the tea.

REPORT OF THE COUNCIL FOR 1985-86

The total membership of the Society is 984, made up of 662 ordinary members, 105 associate
members, 102 life members, 5 junior members, 2 honorary members and 110 institutional
members. The Society regrets to report the deaths of Professor Barrington, the Revd. R.N.
Bathgate, Mrs A. Collins, A.D. Cooke, M.P. Dobson, Miss M. Edwards, Mrs E.E. Fraser, 1. V.
Hall, Mrs L. Hoskins, Philip Lace, ]J.L.. Martin, Mrs G. Reece, Geoffrey 1. St J. Sanders, the
Revd. Canon Cecil Smith and T. Trehearne. A tribute to Geoffrey Sanders appeared in the
Newsletter and a full obituary will appear in the Transactions. The death of Mr 1. V. Hall means the
death of our oldest surviving member, Mr Hall having been a member of the Society for 63 years.
He contributed several articles on the sugar industry in Bristol to our Transactions and attended
meetings up to 18 months ago.

Transactions

Volume 103 appeared in time for Miss P. Webster to distribute copies to those members who
were present at the Annual General Meeting. The Council is grateful to her and those who assist
her in distributing so many copies and thus saving £500. The joint editors are to be congratulated
on the varied and interesting contributions in the Transactions.

Newsletter

Mr David Smith has continued to edit the Newsletter which is much appreciated by members.
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Publications

Archaeology in Gloucestershire, edited by Alan Saville has been well received and it is hoped that all
members will buy copies. During the year the Society has published The Account Books of 1homas
Smith of Ireley Farm, by Dr Celia Miller and the Handbook of Gloucestershire Archaeology, by Alison
Allden, Tim Darvill and Alan Saville. The latter book is the work of the Committee for
Archaeology in Gloucestershire and financed by the Society. The Publications Advisory
Committee has several publications in the pipe line, including a volume of Convicts Transported to
New South Wales, 1788—1841, compiled and introduced by Mrs Irene Wyatt, which it 1s hoped
will be published in 1988, the year of the Australian Bicentennial celebrations.

Library

The Public Library in Brunswick Road, Gloucester, where the Society’s library is housed is
being re-organised and it has been proposed that the Society’s Library be transferred to
accommodation in the basement. The Society possesses a very valuable Library and the Council
is concerned about the danger of flooding. Negotiations are still in progress.

During the year many lectures and field meetings have been arranged by Mrs Mary Campbell, as
General Meetings Secretary, Miss Sylvia Coppen-Gardner, Meetings Secretary for Gloucester
and Mr Robert Knapp, Secretary for Bristol. The Council wish to thank them and congratulate
them for their successful endeavours. A special mention must be made of Mr Knapp, who has
retired. For 16 years he has organised many meetings and a large number of lectures. To show its
appreciation of his contribution to the work of the Society, the Council proposed his election as a
Vice President.

The destruction of the archacological deposits at Gloucester
Castle was a matter of grave concern and strong protests were made to English Heritage
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concerning the damage done. 'T'he case raises important issucs. Could other important buildings
under the control of the Home Office go the same way? The Society received a reply from the
Chief Inspector of the HBMC stating that they are pursuing the matter with the Home Office
and 1intend to schedule the urban deposits at Gloucester. The Society is concerned about the
dilapidated state of Siddington Barn and the proposed development of land within Condicote
Henge.

Obituary

GEOFFREY THOMAS ST JOHN SANDERS

Greoffrey Sanders, who died on 1 January 1986 at the age of 74, possessed an enthusiasm for local
history which, rare among amateur local historians, he harnessed not only to his spare-time
Interests but also his business and public life.

His extensive knowledge of Stroud and its neighbourhood provided him for many years with
the raw material for an unfailing output of weekly articles in the Stroud News (from 1957 the
Stroud News and Journal), the newspaper of which his father had been owner and editor, and
which he himself edited with distinction from 1954. His book reviews there reflected his
encouragement and kindness to other local historians whose scholarship he never claimed to
match, but whose local knowledge he could always extend. His own work on the Revd. Thomas
Keble of Bisley, The younger brother, was published in 1976.

He was elected a county councillor for Bisley in 1955 and served on the county council until
1974, being made a county alderman in 1966. As a leading Conservative, local historian and
bibliophilc he was in those days the indisputable successor to his old friend Arthur Lloyd-Baker
as chairman of the council’s library committee and records committee from 1966, in which role
he took an influential and strong personal interest in the revival in 1960 and subsequent progress
of the Victoria History of Gloucestershire.

In this Society, which he joined in 1957, he was one of that small band of longstanding firm
supporters who underpin its work. He became chairman of its library committee in 1970,
successively vice chairman 1969-72 and chairman 1972--75 of its council, and first editor of its
newsletter 1978-85. He was deeply moved when the Society honoured him by electing him a
vice president 1n 1983. His own library of Gloucestershire books was probably the best such
private collection to have been formed in recent years, and on its dispersal in 1983 he gave the
Society his copy of Bigland, onc of the scarce complete copies and previously owned by E.S.
Lindley. A man of sporting and country pursuits, his other passion was cricket. As a keen
member of the M.C.C. the test match at Lord’s took precedence over all other business and he
prized his set of Wisden even more highly than his Gloucestershire books.
