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windows in the clerestory of the South Transept; Burlison & Grylls and Hardman by two
each;!%8 Comper and Heaton, Butler & Bayne and St. Helens Crown Glass Co. by one each.!5?
One window has not been identified. Three of Bell’s original windows have been replaced, one
by another of his own. The firm was also responsible for re-arranging and re-leading the
medieval glass in two of the windows and for repairing many of the Victorian windows after war
damage. Two other makers were represented, Wailes and O’Connor, the former by six windows
including three of the most prominent, the latter by only one. Their work was mainly in the
Lady Chapel where it was replaced by the present windows by H.J. Stammers in the 1960s.160

Thirty-six of the windows were given as memorials, five were paid for by public subscription,
ten were gifts and one was a legacy. A few families were responsible for several: the Randalls for
eight, the Bakers for seven and the Lucas family for six.

There are no faculties for any of the nineteenth-century windows or at least none have
survived in either the parish records or the Diocesan Registrar’s papers. The first faculty appears
to be for the removal of the 1853 Wailes window and its replacement by the Edwards memorial.

The window commemorating the father of James Broad (703), erected in 1861 and made by
Clayton & Bell, has been in the church longer than any of the other extant windows, although
two in the North Transept (729, 731) are older. In the opinion of the writer, it is the finest and
most original design of all.
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
