Notes from meeting

The following list of bullet points highlight key issues from the event:

· Important feature of these techniques is the importance of ‘voice’, especially in terms of providing a link with the subject

· Value of storytelling as a technique to encourage student reflection

· Subjectivity can be an important element of the stories but does need to be treated with care

· Consideration must be given to legal issues

· Need for University (this group) to develop models of good practice, recognising the different uses

· Need to have uniform software to develop and publish (for Mac and PC)
· Need establish baseline expectations on quality for different uses

· Need to establish where products will be located and therefore accessed

· Accessibility important – recognise that not all students will have access to the web, therefore consider making available on CD/DVD

· Need to make progress quickly to capture the momentum and ensure that good practice guidelines are established

· Need to organise another event with a more practical focus and to establish models of good practice for different uses

· University to address infrastructure issues
