•         Are you a subject-based researcher who wants to find our more about higher education research and has generic research skills to contribute?
•         Do you have pedagogic research experience and are you keen to explore new research partnerships and teams?
If the answer to any of these is ‘yes’, please read on.

PRSI has been running events for over a year now with a remit to increase higher education research activity in the University and build a lively and supportive community of research practice.   We are delighted with the high level of engagement across the university from colleagues with higher education and subject-based research issues.  We recognise that there are many links in skill development across these different areas of research endeavour.  Common feedback comments from colleagues include:

· the need to reflect on the actual and potential links between research and teaching with the University;
· the desire to talk more to colleagues undertaking both pedagogic and subject-based research about issues of mutual research interest; and 
· that colleagues find it difficult to find people with whom they can work on research projects in higher education research. 
‘Meet Your Ideal Research Partner’ is a chance to address these issues.

We are working hard to make PRSI events both targeted to producing specific outcomes in research development and enjoyable.  The aim of this event is to provide a structure which will help academics find colleagues with similar interests or complementary knowledge and skills to explore the possibility of working together on higher education research projects.

The plan is that participants will have the opportunity to find colleagues with common interests and with whom they could work on research bids or writing projects.  These colleagues could contribute different things (e.g.):

· Experience of structuring research projects

· Knowledge of higher education research literature around the PRSI’s research themes
· Generic or specific research skills

· Research datasets/ evidence

· Experience in qualitative or quantitative data analysis

· Experience of academic writing and how to craft a research paper

The University has recently developed its new Learning, teaching & Assessment Strategy and new Research Strategy.  The day will begin with a lively exploration of the actual and potential links between the two strategies.  How can our teaching be informed by research and our research be informed by the learning?  The focus is on both subject-based and pedagogic research and teaching links.  The main part of the day will provide opportunities to discuss research ideas with different colleagues in a range of formats.  There will then be the opportunity to discuss with PRSI staff how to get involved in PRSI funded projects such as Pilot Research projects and the Writing Project.
