What do I do if I think I have swine flu and I am in practice/on placement?

If you are diagnosed with Swine Flu, or think you may have it, DO NOT GO INTO YOUR PLACEMENT OR WORKPLACE OR ATTEND UNIVERSITY.

· INFORM your placement or workplace that you are off sick (following the normal sickness/absence reporting processes, i.e. notify the placement or workplace by telephone and your link lecturer or ART by email)
· NOTIFY the University via absence@glos.ac.uk who will upload the information to our recording from which can be found on http://www2.glos.ac.uk/offload/staff/news/aug09/flurecordsheet.xls. 
· RECORD the absence on your attendance record and make arrangements to complete the required number of days at a later date. You may need to use an MC2 or MC3 to request and extension of the submission deadline.

RETURNING TO PLACEMENT 

· You may return to placement as soon as you feel well and are symptom free. Your GP or the NHS can give you advice on this. There is no need to contact the Occupational Health Dept unless you have a problem.

ATTENDANCE AT LECTURES

· Ensure that you e-mail lecturers if you cannot attend and, if possible, secure a sick note so that this can be taken into account for your participation mark.

For your information the UK has now moved to a treatment phase (rather than containment) to manage the current pandemic flu outbreak. This means GPs will diagnose cases on the basis of clinical observation rather than laboratory testing. 

We ask all students to follow the NHS guidance on maintaining good basic hygiene, washing hands frequently and throwing away dirty tissues promptly and carefully. 

1. If you have flu-like symptoms and are concerned that you may have swine flu:
Read up on swine flu symptoms 

Stay at home and check your condition at the National Pandemic Flu Service 

You should call your GP directly if:
· you have a serious underlying illness 

· you are pregnant 

· you have a sick child under one year old 

· your condition suddenly gets much worse 

· your condition is still getting worse after seven days (or five days for a child)

Note: The National Pandemic Flu Service is a self-care service that will asses your symptoms and, if required, provide an authorisation number which can be used to collect antiviral medication from a local collection point.
